A 1in 27 students in Washington State is
experiencing homelessness.

A 50%of homeless children are in elementary
school oryounger.

Startling statistics

| Homeless children in the U.S. typically change schools
multiple times per year, losing 4 - 6 months of learning
with each move.

I Housing instability at ages pre-K to grade 5 triggers
toxic stress, which can result in lifelong mental and
physical disorders.

Effects of homelessness

A 54% of children in homeless situations experience some form
of developmental delay

A Lower scores on standardized tests
A Inconsistent and inadequate health care and nutrition

A Higher absenteesim, which leads to lower overall academic
achievement

A Less likely to participate in school activities including sports;
more likely to get in trouble

A Half as likely to graduate from high school and twice as likely t
repeat a grade

No child or youth deserves the brutal
reality that is homelessness
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Students who are homeless have

rights under federal law

A The right to attend the school in the area they are
living OR their school of origin OR the school they
attended when they were last permanently housed
- to the extent feasible

A The right to immediate enrollment and assistance
collecting any necessary school documents or
getting necessary medical records or immunizations

A Transportation from where they are living to their
school (and backp the extent feasible



Feasibility

Feasibility factors:
A The age of the student

A The distance of the commute and the Impact it may

A The length of anticipated stay in the current location
A The time remaining in the school year
A Connection to the school
